OLDER
SINGAPOREAN
WORKER

CAN REMAIN
COMPETITIVE

Once you hit a more matured age does it
mean that you should take a back seat and
watch youngsters work while you just enjoy
time with friends and family? For the lucky
ones who are financially independent it may
be a yes but for those who have not made
enough for their retirement, working is still
a necessity. In fact, from the second half of
this year, employers will be legally obliged to
offer re-employment to eligible Singaporean
workers up to the age of 67, two years higher
than the current age ceiling, so Singaporeans
are generally working longer in the job place.
